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Original 1916 Windows

We are delighted to report
that, as this issue went to press,
our 29 new Lodge Room Balcony
level windows have just been in-
stalled. We call this a “back to
the future” project for two rea-
sons. First, we have restored the
original historic appearance of
this set of windows by returning
to the original 1916 leaded glass
configuration, the original leaded
units having been replaced by
glass squares several decades
ago. Second, our original steel-
frame windows have now been
replaced with modern, energy
efficient windows.

Our companion project, tuck
pointing the balance of our exte-

rior masonry, is scheduled to be-
gin as soon as weather permits,
probably in March.

Collectively these projects
will cost our Foundation approxi-
mately $75,000. Since we are par-
ticipating in the City of Lake-
wood’s Commercial Property Re-
vitalization Program, we will re-
ceive a 40% rebate grant of ap-
proximately $30,000, making our
net cost approximately $45,000.
We are grateful to Ann Rutledge
Chapter O.E.S., Lakewood Lodge
F. & A. M., several large individ-
ual donors and many smaller do-
nors to make these vital projects
possible.

But there is still more to be

done to close the loop on these
projects; namely, to repair inte-
rior damage to plaster and deco-
rative painting caused by years of
water ingress, the worst of which
is pictured above. This corner of
our Lodge Room Balcony suf-
fered from a triple whammy of
leaks from our old windows, our
old gutters (replaced in 2005),
and our old chimney flashing
(replaced in 2008).

Gates of the Temple
In the system of Freemasonry, the Temple of Solomon is represented as
having a gate on the east, west, and south sides, but none on the north. In
reference to the historical Temple of Jerusalem, such a representation is
wholly incorrect. In the walls of the building itself there were no places of
entrance except the door of the porch, which gave admission to the house.
But in the surrounding courts there were gates at every point of the com-
pass. The Masonic idea of the Temple is, however, entirely symbolic. The
Temple is to the Speculative Freemason only a symbol, not a historical
building, and the gates are imaginary and symbolic also. They are, in the
first place, symbols of the progress of the sun in his daily course, rising in
the East, culminating to the meridian in the South, and setting in the West.
They are also, in the allegory of life, which it is the object of the Third De-
gree to illustrate, symbols of the three stages of youth, manhood, and old
age, or, more properly, of birth, life, and death.

High Priest’s Message
Companions:

Freemasonry has been the subject of well over 50,000 books, all written
after the creation of the first Grand Lodge in 1717. All of these books and
pamphlets write as experts concerning the Craft. York Rites and Scottish
Rites are, of course, included in this list.

The traditions of Freemasonry are a mixture of mystical legend and his-
torical fact. Herein are such facts found in all of Masonry.

There is evidence that the craft guilds were in existence prior to the
Norman Conquest (1066) of the British Isles. Within thirty years of the con-
guest there were more than 5,000 new churches, all being similar in size,
proportion and layout throughout the British Isles.

Freemasonry is a 700-year- old fraternity with a 3,000-year-old tradition.
It is the oldest, largest, and most widely known fraternal organization in
the world, and the prototype of most modern fraternal societies and service
organizations. The Fraternity is now composed of a series of groups or
communities known as Lodges. This unit of organization may consist of a
few dozen or several hundred members, and each Lodge respectively owes
allegiance to a Grand Lodge or Grand Orient. Today there are over six mil-
lion Masons in the world, and over half of these are in the United States.
There are over 30,000 Lodges in the world, and more than 100 Grand
Lodges. There is no central authority, although world recognition is main-
tained among most of the Grand Lodges.

The one basic principle of all Freemasonry lodges is the belief in the ex-
istence of a Supreme Being or Creator, in whose Name every Lodge is con-
ducted; and subject to the confession of that belief, the follower of any theis-
tic religion is acceptable as a member.

When the creation of the world is expressed in allegorical terms the most
obvious are those of building, and the Creator is the Builder or Architect.
The precision of mathematical instruments carries with it its own moral and
spiritual connotations, belonging to the gospel of rightness, and that im-
agery is found in ancient Chinese classics and in Masonic Rituals. This
could imply that the authors of both had a common source in symbolism.

Freemasonry has been banned in some places and flourished in others.
Its members have played a significant part in major historical events, in-
cluding the founding of the United States and the French Revolution. Its
members are famous for their willingness to extend the hand of friendship

Companion represents a closer tie
than Brother. The one is a natural relation shared by all men; the other a
connection, the result of choice and confined to a few. AIll men are our
Brethren, not all our companions.

Stated Meeting Second Wednesday 7:30 p.m.
We Receive the Charter

Operating under the Grand Commandery dispensation dated October
9, 1919, the Commandery continued its seemingly frenetic activity. On Feb-
ruary 25, 1920, with 29 nine Sir Knights present and meeting at 3:30 in the
afternoon, seventeen “Companions were introduced and created and con-
stituted Companions of the Illustrious Order of the Red Cross.” Continu-
ing, “a Priory of Knights of Malta was opened and those in waiting were
constituted Knights of St. Paul of the Mediterranean Pass, and made
Knights Hospitalier of St. John of Jerusalem, Palestine, Rhodes and Malta.”

In March the Commandery accepted an invitation to attend the Easter
Services at the Old Stone Church in Cleveland in company with the Cleve-
land Commanderies. On April 4 eighty two Sir Knights were present.

On April 21 the Commandery experienced its first Inspection. There
were 140 members and visitors present. The Inspecting Officer was Right
Eminent Sir Knight Nelson William, Past Grand Commander.

The Commandery completed its first year of operation with one hun-
dred forty members and an average attendance of forty.

In July the Commandery was invited to join with other Commanderies
in forming an escort to the Officers of the Grand Lodge at the ceremony of
laying the cornerstone of the new Masonic Temple being erected at 3615
Euclid Avenue; and was pleased to participate.

In August a gift of one hundred dollars was received from Lincoln
Chapter, Order of Eastern Star. Said gift was immediately employed to
purchase the Flag of Our Country for display in the East.

In anticipation of the seventy-eighth Conclave to be held in Cincinnati
in September, the Band Committee was allotted one thousand dollars to se-
cure a band; and the Entertainment Chairman was advanced five hundred
dollars.

Eighty two Sir Knights and their ladies attended the Conclave traveling
to Cincinnati by special train. On September 16 the Commandery received
its Charter.

In December the Ceremony of Constitution of Holy Grail Commandery
was held by the entire Grand Officers and attended by some two hundred
members and visitors. Further in December, during a Stated Meeting, a Re-
cess of thirty minutes was taken for drill.

In January at a Special Meeting at 3:30 and with sixty five Sir Knights
present, the usual degree work was carried out; and following the work a
banquet was served to the Sir Knights and their ladies with the evening de-
voted to entertainment and dancing.

Honorary Members
It is a custom in some Lodges to invest distinguished Freemasons with
the rank and title of honorary membership. This confers upon them, as the
by-laws may prescribe, sometimes all the rights of active membership and
sometimes only the right of speaking, but always without the exaction of
annual dues. Nor does honorary membership subject the person receiving
it to the discipline of the Lodge further than to a revocation of the honor be-
stowed. The custom of electing honorary members is a usage of very mod-
ern date, and has not the sanction of the old Constitutions. It is common in
France; less so, but not altogether unknown, in America and England.
Oliver, in the title of one of his works, claimed honorary membership in
more than nine Lodges. It may be considered unobjectionable as a method
of paying respect to distinguished merit and Masonic services, when it is
viewed only as a local regulation, and does not attempt to interfere with
Masonic discipline. A Freemason who is expelled forfeits, of course, with
his active membership in his own Lodge, his honorary membership in any
other Lodge.

to fellow Masons, regardless of class, color or creed, or whichever Masonic tradition they follow.

As HRH the Duke of Kent, Grand Master of the United Kingdom of the United Grand Lodge of Eng-
land has written, “Each [lodge] developed in its own way with its own traditions and differences, but all
subscribe to the same basic principles of Brotherly Love, Relief and Truth. Among [its members] have
been some that were, and are, prominent in various areas of life and whose work and ideas have materi-
ally affected or greatly enriched the lives of mankind in general.”
